e 27/8 X 27/8 inch square--cut 8. These are your A squares.
e 3 1/4 X 3 1/4 inch square--cut 4, then cut each diagonally to make 2 triangles, for a total of 8. These are your B triangles.

From red fabric, cut:

o 27/8 X 27/8 inch square--cut 9. These are your A squares.
o 3 1/4 X 3 1/4 inch square--cut 4, then cut each diagonally to make 2 triangles, for a total of 8. These are your B triangles.

Red and white are only for illustration--use any colors you like!

2. Sew the red and white A triangles together into squares.

o 8 red/white squares

3. Sew into strips, as illustrated.

Finished size block is 11 7/8”
This block can be made in many different colors and combinations.

We will be making the block in two colors. We will use a very light color

and a very dark color for contrast. You may choose your colors.
A square: Cut 8 light fabric. Cut 9 dark fabric.
B square: Cut 4 light fabric. Cut 4 dark fabric.

Cut all 8 B squares (4 light and 4 dark) diagonally once to form triangles.
Sew each light and each dark triangle together to form a light/dark square. You will have 8 light/dark squares.
Sew the squares into strips as illustrated and the strips together to finish the block.
