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  Card Trick                       Difficulty level is easy
12” block finished
This is another time to use up your scraps. You will need 1 light color - cream, beige, light tan, etc. material for the background color, and 4 other printed or plain color materials.

We will be using 2 size of squares 4 7/8” and 5 ¼”.

4 7/8” squares - Cut 2 from background and 1 from each of the 4 colors. Cut all 6 squares on the diagonal 1 time. You will have 4 background and 2 of each color. These are your “A” triangles.

5 ¼” squares – Cut 1 square from each of the 5 colors (background included). Cut all 5 diagonally once and then again the other way. You will have 4 triangles of each color. These are your “B” triangles. You will use all 4 of the background color, but only 2 of the other 4 colors.
[image: image3.bmp][image: image4.bmp]With everything cut, this is how to assemble the block.

Sew 1 background “A” to each of the color “A” to make 4 squares.  
[image: image5.bmp]Sew 2 colors “B” triangles together. Then the other colors of “B” triangles, also. This will make 2 bigger triangles. Then sew the 2 triangles together to make a 4 colored square.

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Sew the remaining colored “B” triangles together with a background “B” triangle,

making sure the background “B” is on the left. 
You will have 4 triangles, one of each color sewn
to a background triangle.

Sew these bigger “B” triangles with an “A” colored triangle.
Look at the final results to help you know which triangles to sew together.
