You will need 5 colors of scrap material: a white, a pinkish, a yellowish, another spring color, and a dark green.
We will be using 3 size squares  –  2”, 3 7/8”, and 4 ¼”.                   Remember to use ¼” seams.  
2” Squares:
Cut a 2” strip from the white, the yellow, and the pink materials. Then cut the strips every 2” to make 2” x 2” squares. You will need 8 white, 6 yellow, and 6 pink squares.
You are to sew four 2” squares together to form a 3 ½” squares. To do this you would sew 2 white and 2 pink together, 2 white and 2 yellow together and last sew 2 pink and 2 yellow together. They are all sewn in checkerboard style.

Cut 2 squares from the dark green. Cut them in half. Set aside.
You will have 4 green triangles.
