Michigan Quilt Network








Michigan Quilt Network was started in 1989 for the purpose of having a statewide organization devoted to quilting.  Today, MQN’s purpose is to advance the art of quilting through communication, education and preservation of quilts and quilting history.  I like to consider it a link to  guilds and quilting groups within the state.

MQN divides the state into 5 regions.  Region 4 includes Ottawa, Kent, Montcalm, Gratiot, Clinton, Ionia, and other counties down to the Indiana border.  We have 4 regional meeting per year.  Our next meeting is May 30th at the Holland Fire Station, 279 Kollen Park Dr., Holland, MI (across the street from Kollen Park) from 10am to 4pm.  We will start with a business meeting, take a lunch break, ending with a stitch-in for rest of the afternoon.  Membership is $20 annually. In addition to regional meetings MQN has an annual meeting/show that is called “Showcase”.  MQN has hosted Showcase since 1990.  It has grown through the years.  Showcase 2009 will be a combination of quilt show (judged and exhibition quilts), vendors, classes, lectures, meetings and fun activities.  The last year was the first year MQN had a judged show.  We are accepting the first 150 entries for judging this year.   Entry forms are available online at michiganquiltnetwork.com.
 There will also be four quilts exhibits.  The first is “Orchids, Orchids, Orchids” from the Professional Art Quilt Alliance.  The second is the 2008 Hoffman Challenge collection.  The third exhibit will be antique quilts from the private collections of Virginia Anderson and April York.  The final exhibit is “Michigan’s Best”.  This exhibit will be of quilts from Michigan which been in AQS, NQA or IQA shows or which have been winners at local/regional shows.
