This is a chance to use up your Christmas material scraps.

To make the 12 ½” block you will be making four 6 ½” blocks and sewing them together.

A will be a red print.

B will be a gold print.

C will be a green print.

Cut 8 squares of color A and 4 of color B that measure 2 ½” x 2 ½”.
Cut 4 rectangles of color B and 8 of color C that measure 2 ½” x 4 ½”.
Sew a 2 ½” red and a 2 ½” gold together. Then sew them to a 2 ½” x 4 ½” gold rectangle like the diagram shows. Next sew 1 green rectangle onto the gold rectangle. 

Sew a green rectangle to a red square and sew this across the bottom of the square.
Finish the 12 ½” block by sewing the 4 blocks together as the diagram shows.
